Reconciling better health / healthy ageing with growth opportunities for healthcare industries (and most
notably SMEs) is the main objective of the previous Vanguard project and subsequent Industry Driven
Initiative ESTHER (Emerging and Strategic Technologies for Healthcare).The Medtech thematic group
started in May 2016 gathering Regions, RTOs and clusters in the frame of the ESTHER / VANGUARD
initiatives.
